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MABAS DIVISION 19



PURPOSE:
The purpose of this procedure is to provide guidance for the members of MABAS DIV 19 when requesting a Box Alarm. 
SCOPE:

This procedure applies to all members of MABAS Division 19. 

APPLICATION:

When the Incident Commander at a fire or other emergency, determines the need for the Mutual Aid Plan, he/she shall call by radio on their regular dispatch frequency to his/her dispatch center or on IFERN directly to MABAS Division 19 requesting a Box Alarm. If request is made through normal dispatch center, the dispatch center will then call Orland Central Dispatch with the following information:

Mutual Aid dispatcher will immediately activate the mutual aid encoder and as soon as the tones have cleared, he/she will announce the information outlined above and the units that are to respond.

To request additional alarms, repeat the initial alerting sequence but revise the level of alarm desired. The mutual aid dispatcher will then re-activate the encoders and will also revise the level of alarm requested.

If the requesting officer desires to skip alarms, he/she must request each alarm desired even though it may be on the same transmission.



Example:
MABAS 19 Dispatch from 6800. Give me a Box, 2nd and 3rd alarm on Box #6819 at (location) and staging area. This will get him/her all equipment due on all these alarms immediately.
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
