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MABAS DIVISION 19



Scope:

I. This policy contains the minimum requirements for the assignment, duties and responsibilities of the STAGING OFFICER for MABAS Division 19. These requirements shall be applicable to all members of  MABAS Division 19.

   Purpose:

II. The purpose of this policy shall be to specify the minimum requirements and responsibilities for a MABAS Division 19 STAGING OFFICER.  In an effort to maximize accountability for all personnel on the scene, this policy when adopted will be effective immediately.

APPLICATION:

· Staging will be established upon the calling of a BOX ALARM.

· Staging  will be at least one block away from incident unless otherwise specified

· Assume a position that is visible and accessible to responding and staged companies.

· Use of the yellow staging light may be used

· MABAS 19 Command Vests for Staging may be used

· Staging Officer will ensure all apparatus is parked in an appropriate manner.

· In the event that the incident allows for responding vehicles to reach the incident 

· from various directions, It is possible that two staging areas would have to be established. When this occurs the Staging Officers will become “STAGING SECTORS”

· EXAMPLE: “West staging to command”

   “East staging to command”

· When this occurs the two staging officers shall confer with each other and establish what vehicles they have in their respective staging areas.

· IF an AMBULANCE BOX is requested in addition to the fire box, a separate

            staging area shall be considered for all incoming ambulances. 

· Depending on the location of staging, a second staging officer  may have to be utilized here.  

· Staging Officer will monitor incoming units on IFERN. Staged units will remain on IFERN until released from staging to the scene. Once this has occurred, the unit responding to the scene will switch over to the fire ground frequency being used.

· The Staging Officer shall communicate with command on the fire ground frequency being used at the incident.

· Staging Officer will maintain a log of all incoming units and specialized equipment that may be required.

· Once a unit arrives in staging, the officer only of that vehicle will approach the staging officer and hand him the PASSPORT for the crew on that vehicle.

· If a unit arrives and does not have the passport tags with that vehicle, the staging officer will utilize the staging kit and account for the personnel from that department

· STAGING KIT:

· 2” White Medical Tape

· Wax Pencil or Permanent Marker

· 3 Spare Green Accountability Tags

Command will request from the staging officer a piece of equipment. Once this has been done the staging officer will assign the next appropriate apparatus needed. The staging officer will notify command when the available resources in staging begin to become depleted.
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
